The material can be pulled by another locomotive or be moved by truck. The transport and, if needed, the 

loading on a truck are fully at the charge of the buyer, starting from the current location. If the workshop 

has to help, we will invoice a cost of 250€ per machine. 

It is the responsibility of the buyer to inform his transporter about the terms of collection, this to avoid 

every discussion. 

The collection of the material should take place maximum 2 months after the signature of the contract. 

In case the material is bought for scrap, please note that, outside of rare exceptions to be determined in 

advance and in writing with the workshop, it is strictly forbidden to disassemble or scrap the material on 

site. For recoverable waste, the tenderer is also required to provide a certificate of destination of the 

waste to the workshop.
